Teaching and Learning

Section One – Progress Report

1 Mission:

1.1 The school aimed at creating learning-centred classrooms where all students are motivated and engaged to learn. 
1.2 To fulfill the mission, the school made every effort to foster development in the following areas:
· Developing high quality school-based curricula;

· Adopting effective teaching and learning strategies;

· Using assessment for learning;

· Catering for diverse learning needs.

2 Development of school-based curricula:

2.1 The school required subject panels to develop and hand in the essential targets for each term. Subject panels were able to hand in the targets on time and the targets were useful for helping teachers to design their lessons and assessments, and students to do revision. (SDC rating: 4/5)

3 Adoption of effective teaching and learning strategies:

3.1 The school required subject panels to conduct collegial learning for mastery of effective teaching methods. Collaborative lesson preparation went well in English, Chinese and Math. For other subject panels, they had only one member and found it difficult to nurture the culture of collegial learning. (SDC rating: 3.9/5 for primary teachers; 3.5/5 for secondary teachers)

3.2 The school encouraged teachers to practice Four Highs – high expectation, high motivation, high engagement and high display – in teaching. The teachers’ awareness of Four Highs was high. (SDC rating 4.1/5). 

3.3 The school encouraged teachers to adopt the ideology of Education for Success – (1) starting from what students have mastered, (2) progressing in small steps, (3) engaging students with diversified learning activities and (4) providing students with instant feedback. Teachers were aware of the ideology of Education for Success and the Math and the English panel found the ideology particularly useful in classroom teaching. (SDC rating: 3.7/5)

4 Using assessment for learning:

4.1 The school required subject panels to practise formative assessment through diversified performance assessments and reported student learning through Formative Assessment Report. All subject panels were able to practise formative assessment and were able to fulfill the administrative requirement of the school. (SDC rating: 3.7/5)

4.2 The school required subject panels to implement summative assessments through high quality uniform paper-and-pencil tests at the end of each term and reported student learning though Summative Assessment Report. The school produced guidelines for setting the assessment papers; the English Panel helped proofread the papers for correcting grammatical mistakes; and the principal assessed the quality of the papers and made recommendations for amendment before printing. The flow in assessment paper production was smooth and subject panels were able to set high quality paper and produced a useful subject report after the assessment. (SDC rating: 4.2/5)

5 Coping with diverse learning needs:

5.1 The school required subject panels to provide differentiated learning tasks, class work and/or homework to challenge students of varied ability. 

· Subject panels adopted the ideology of Education for Success to help students learn and achieve progressively in their lessons.

· In Math, graded exercises were used in class.

· In English and Chinese, bonus marks were given to students in order to challenge them to learn.

· In Liberal Studies, more challenging worksheets were available for those who were willing to do and learn more. (SDC rating: 3.8/5)

5.2 The school required subject panels to identify high and low achievers and provided them with mastery/extended learning opportunities. To cope with the learning diversity of students, the school launched a variety of programs or measures: 

· Cumulative Learning Program (English) for S.1 students

· Self-regulated Learning and Assessment Program (Math) for S.1 students

· Remarkable Learning Program for high achievers in S.1

· Multi-sensory Learning Activities for P.1 students who had special education needs.

· Reading Mum Program for P.1 students who had difficulties in learning Chinese.

· Special arrangement in the examinations for students with special education needs, including extended examination time or enlarged examination papers. (SDC rating: 3.8/5)
